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1.1 INTRODUCTION

The Council of Architecture (CoA) is an autonomous statutory body of Ministry of Education, Government
of India, constituted under the provisions of the Architects Act, 1972. The came into force with effect from
Ist September, 1972, to provide for registration of Architects, standards of education, recognized
qualifications and standards of professional conduct and ctiquette to be complied with by the architects.
The Council is vested with the responsibility of maintaining the register of architects on national basis as
well as regulating the Architecture education and practice of Architecture profession throughout India. For
this purpose, the Government of India has framed Rules and Council has framed Regulations as provided
for in the Architects Act, with the approval of Government of India.

There are about 369 Institutions presently imparting architectural education in India leading to recognized
qualifications. About 103 institutions are running PG courses in architecture. The minimum standards of
education to be imparted in architectural institutions (constituent colleges/departments of universities,
deemed universities, affiliated colleges/ schools, IITs, NITs and autonomous institutions) are prescribed and
monitored by Council of Architecture by way of Regulations and norms & standards prescribed from time to
time, which set forth the requirement of eligibility for admission, course duration, standards of staff &
accommodation, course content, Entrance Test etc.

The COA oversees the maintenance of the standards periodically by way of conducting inspections. The
COA is required to keep the Central Government informed of the standards being maintained by the
institutions and is empowered to make recommendations to the Government of India with regard to
recognition and/or de-recognition of a qualification.

2.0 ABouT PGETA

The Council is conducting “Council of Architecture Postgraduate Entrance Test in Architecture” (PGETA)
for admission to first year of 2-year Post-Graduate Degree Course.

The Council of Architecture has prescribed (Minimum Standards of Architectural Education for Post-
Graduate Degree Programme) Guidelines 2022, for imparting Master’s degree Course in Architecture, Clause
4(ii) of these Guidelines provides as under:

“The candidate needs to qualify an Entrance test for admission to Post-Graduation Programme in
Architecture complying with the Admission Norms prescribed in Appendix-D of “ Minimum Standards of
Architectural Education for Post-Graduate Degree Programme Guidelines.”

Based on the guidelines, the Council has been conducting the PGETA since 2024 for Admissions to Post-
Graduate Course in architectural institutions. The Test is a single window mechanism to help the students
to avoid appearing in multiple tests conducted all over India by different admission authorities and lay
down minimum standards.

The Council shall be conducting Council of Architecture- Post Graduate Entrance Test in Architecture 2020,
for admission to Post Graduate Programmes for the academic session 2026-27.

The Competent Authorities for admission to Post Graduate full time Degree programme shall devise a
rational method to allot the weightage to the PG Entrance test, qualifying Entrance Test score, any other
process like personal interviews etc. and display the list of meritin a transparent manner.
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3 () SCHEDULE OF ENTRANCE TEST |

The candidates can appear for maximum of 3 attempts in PGETA 2026 in one academic year. The
best score out of the three attempts shall be considered for declaration of final results. The
score of PGETA 2026 would be valid for a period of one academic year.

PGETA 2026 EntranceTest shall be conducted as a computer-based test (CBT) from the allocated
centre on Sunday(s). The candidates need to indicate their preference for dates and city of
Entrance Test while registering at PGETA 2026 portal www.pgeta.in.The date of test during
which the candidate will take the test as well as the Test Centres, shall be allotted by the
Council, as far as possible, on the basis of cities preferred by the candidate in the application
form. The decision of the Council in allotting Test Centre to candidates shall be final.

The eligibility for Admission to First Year of Two Years Post Graduate Program in Architecture for the
academic session 2026-2027 shall be as per Council of Architecture (Minimum Standards of Architectural
Education for Post-Graduate Degree Programme 2022) Guidelines as :

No candidate is to be admitted to the Post Graduate full-time degree or Certificate programme unless
the candidate has passed B. Arch. Degree or equivalent with at least 50 percent aggregate marks of
equivalent CGPA.

The candidate needs to qualify an Entrance test for post-graduation programme in Architecture complying
with the Admission Norms in Appendix-D.

5.2 RESERVATIONS UNDER DIFFERENT CATEGORIES |

Reservation as well as relaxation in qualifying marks for the candidates under reserved category for the
purpose of admission is a prerogative of the Admission / Counselling Authority and does not fall under
the purview of this Entrance test.

Reservation policies applicable for the purpose of admission shall be governed strictly by the
prevailing State Government/ Union Territory rules and the regulations of the concerned jurisdiction.
Such matters fall within the domain of the respective Admission/Counselling Authority and are outside
the purview of this examination.

Logging on to the PGETA portal www.pgeta.in, generate username & password by entering basic details
and then CLICK the requisite link ONLINE APPLICATION PGETA-2026.
